until the Automn of I973, by which time it had undergone radical changes. Acc-
cording to the lewsletter of Wovembsr 1972, it had been decided to change the
name of the magazine to !Candlewax', but this was never put into effect. Three
months later, the Newsletter ended: Vit the present moment we have ho method
of producing the nsxt edition of the magazine, except to have it done commerai_
ally, and this would prove to be too expensive from cur funds! point of view...
unf'ortunately, it seems that until we can find & cheap way to get the magazine
printed, no further process can be mads with it," And there, for many months,
the matter rested, In the interim &1l the *driving.forece! of the membership hed
lef't sehool, and the communications link was broken., I&HNTRRHE appesred again in
the Autumn under the editbrehip of Denis J. Fletcher and Ivan 4iL.W,Bunn, snd wae
indeed commsreially printed. Its content was more topical, regional end veried,
snd despite an initial financisl loss was hailed s success by all concerned,
From Ne.8 (Winter I974) two changes occurred: in sccordance with the met-
rication of paper, LANTEERN wes reduced to 44 sige, snd Tvan Bunn assumed sole
editorship, which pogpition he hes held ever since. In I976 the cost of print.
ing increased <drastiecslly, and the magazine wea foreed to revert to duplicsted
format, buft with a photeo-litho cover, Between Hos. 20 and 28 an extrs pege  of
litho work was ineluded regularly, mainly to facillitaste better illustrations.
But as from Ho.29, =gain because of rising cosgts, »1l photo-litho work had been
dropped, and LANTERI is now duplicated taroughout, with the cover, titles and
1llustrations being sleckro-stencilled, . :

should contain, I have to gay that T think this one would heve benefitted
from more text relating to the authenticity of the material, particularly the
zuthors' own opinions, and to the svailzble methods of snalysing photogrephs.
However, despite this criticism the book remasins a fascinating survey of pho.
tographic. evidence of  the paranormal end although £7.95 is s lot to pay in
these herd times you could easily spend your money less reuardingly.
In ghort, if you are a serious student of the unexplained then this book
should ke up there on your bookshelf,

Firstly, there was the ghost
of z WWZ2 girmsn at Bentwanters USAF base in Suffolk which wes reported in the
last edition of LANTERN, The Psychiecal Regearch Section of BSIG had high hopes
of imnvestigating this one but, after some difficulty, we were able to contact
Capt. Frank Gray, Public Affairs Officer of the unit (the 67th Aerospace Reacue
and Recovery Sguadron} invelwved, Capt. Cray informed the investigators that the
two airman who hsad seen the ghost bad returned to the U,S, and that neither he
nor any other members of hls squadron cbuld snlarge upon the story in the press.
He invited BSIG investigators to visit the Baee, buf, in keeping with the proce-
dure of the Group, it was deciddd neot to undertake further invesbtigations until
eye-witmessea could be produced and interviewed,

Almogt =a if to compensate for tHe disappinting follow.up to the Bentweiers
cngse, on Oetober Ist, the BSIG received a telephone cell from the occupant of
Ormesby Hall, lorfolk, requesting that they investigate atrange end unexplained
noises that had been oeccurring in his house. From interviews 1ith the witnesases
it transpired thot during the past & months various 'thuds! and 'bangs! had heen

heard on the stzircase and in part of the first floor of the buildines, About
< months earlier, the ocoupant togsther with a friend {one who was slesping up
steirs and the other dowmstairs) similtsneoud;y heard a noise ag if someone or
somsthing was falling dowmstairs, They both rushed to tHE“®%Mircase but, to
their astonishment, found nething to account for the noise, L few nighta later,
the occupent and another frisnd had just arrived home at around IT.30pm end
were sebtling dowm to wateh television, when they hesrd the sound of someone
ranning the ful’ lengtn of the building up stairs — starting at one end, acrosa
the landing and then continuing to the other end. The cccupnet rushed upsteirs
thinking that burglars were in the building {he has a valuabls collection of
antiques) only %o find the place completely empty. The whole business seoms to
have culminated in an event that happened a few days before the occupant cont-
acted the BSIG. One of his secretaries wes alone in the house one morning
walting for some removel men to come and collescted some furniture. She was in
the kitchen on the ground floor when shs heard s noisze "like somsone rolling =

arrel sbout"in a bedroom that opens immedistely onfo the lending. Thinking
that the removal men h:sd arrived, she went upsteirs to aak them if they wmnted
coffee; when she opensd the bedroom door she found that the room was empty but
that the rolling noise was continuing! Very frigzltened, she rushed back down-
stairs and !phonsd the ogempant, He arrived not long after to find her in =
near hysterienl state. It waa this incident that proupted him to contzct the
BSIG to investigste the btuilding,

- After am initial wisit to the house by 2 dinvestir-%crs from Group on Tth
October, 4 investigatora spent the weekead of I8/I0th October in the house
where they set-up various 'controls' and monitoring ecuipment., Ths whole build-
ing was closgely examined from Attic-to basement — but nothing could be found
that might have produced the neoisea. Unfortunateiy, nothing out of the ordinary
happened during their visit and so the noises rem=in as enigmatie as they had
been befuore the visit, However, sinee then, it seems as if nothing else has
happensd.

October wes that of a Boman Catholic
Priest who sms mardered 300 years ago
in Burys Hall, Ashill, Horfolk.

digmizsed. The Journal takes up the
gtory: "...now, however, she is convin- :
ced..elt appeared that in one room things started moving suout, Une day a C1.pis
of months ago Mrs. Shtangeland locksd the door to the room and kept the only key
with her, After the cleaner reported hearing noises she unlocked the room end
went in. !The whole roon had besn turned upsids dowm, ! said dMrs. Stangeland, "L
had the police in and they said there wasd no way rnybody could get in fhe room,"
4 firs sgereen, mirrors, ornaments, lampshadesa, -2 sofa and other items had bheen
disturbed. As a result of the experience representatives of the Society Tor IPgp-
chic Phenomena (/) visited the hall and expressed belief that it had o polter—
goigt,,.Similar things have continued to happen aince.,,"

Une of the most intsresting stories to come the way of ESIG investigators
for s mumber of years, concerns the experience of g Lowcstoft man on the new
Hopton bypass on the AIZ2 road a mile or ao north »f Lowestoft. At 5.15pm on
November 23rd PC FRank Colby, who has been 29 years in the British Trensport
police, was driving bock %o Lowestoft with his wife, As the car reached the
southern section of the by-pnss he saw what at first he thought to be a man
crogging the dual carrisgewsy in front of him. . Colby deseribed it eg being
"..about 5 foobt &" or a little more, stocky in build e&nd was wearing a calf-
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
