C ARAVAN B77

It was reported in The sSun on June 5th, 1971
that on saturday Mr. & Mrs. Dunford arrived at
the 'Seashore Caravan Camp', Great Yarmouth,with
their three children in anticipation of a good
holiday in caravan B77. However on the Wednesday
night one of their children, David, was awakened
by being twice prodded in the ribs by something
unseen and the temperature in the caravan drop-—
ped, According to Mrs.Dunsford it was aleo diff-
icult to breathe. This incident so upset the famly that they went to stay with their
grandparents for the night., On their return the next day the incidents weie again repew
ated and they were eventually provided with another caravan, Mr. Bob Whitworth, the sitw
manager, said that "nobody will stay in the 'van and we can't find anything wrong with
it'n

INVESTIGATION BY THE BSIG

The BSIG investigation team (comprising of eight people) arrived at the caravan on
June Ll, 1971 at 7.30pm and preliminary investigationa and ernquiries were made from the
occupants of nearby caravans. Of the five or so people interviewed, all were very dubi-
ous as te wether the caravan was yeally 'haunted?!., One of the women interviewed clzaimed
at first that she was Mrs.Dunford, although this was known by the investigators to be
false, she later admitted that this was untrue but maintained that she had been there
&t the time of the incidents and informed the investigators that known of them would
come out of the caravan alive the next morning! Later, when the investigation teanm
were setting up their equipment in the caravan, this womanr was seen to Creep 20ross 1o
the 'van and to thump on its underside with a long handled broom! Naturally Tittle ate
tention was paid to the statements made by this so-called witness, Uther people interw
viewed thought that perhaps there might be something in the reported haunting, but
would not commit themselves. Therefore, with little more than the newspaper report to
go on, the investigation of the caravan proper commenced.

By 9pm most of the eguipment had been set up, including a vibration detector which
unfortunately was not working very well, This was placed in the centre. The caravan was
devided into two areas (see plan}. One lnvestigator elected to sleep in the 'haunted?
bunk with two others sitting close by to monitor his reactions during the night. As
well as these three investigators in area 1, there was another watching srea . (e
other investigator was in area 2 whilst the remainder rested, Just before the team cete
tled down for the night, atb 9.15pm, a dog was brought into the caravan to see what iis
reactions were, Apart from becoming somewhat over-excited by all the attention 2t be-
haviour was completely normall
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CARAVAN B77 (continued):

Commencing at 9.20pm temperature checks were taken at regular
intervals throughout the night with the 5 thermometers placed at strategic points in
the caravan {see plan and Part 2 below).

At 10.40pm an investigator in Area 1 said he felt at that time as if someore had
moved his foot. This happened only once.

At around 11,33pm all of the investigatorxs in the caravan commented on how the
‘atmospherelin the caravan seemed to have changed, with everyone feeling somewhat col-
der than earlier and also 'depressed'. At the same time 2 investigators complained of
headaches. Shortly after this the vibration detector registered a movement in the car-
avan which lasted approx. 56 seconds although nothing appeared to be moving at that
time. This was followed closely by a soft but clearly audible *thump' in the region of
the Drop-down bed (marked A on plan). Again no one had moved.

A little later the investigator sleeping on the tkdeoced bunk opposite the so-
called 'haunted' bunk woke up feeling very hot and finding it difficult to breathe,
complaining that he had had a 'nightmare'.

Apart from these incidents nothing else untoward happemed during the rest of the
night.

Part 2. THE TEMPERATURE CHECKS

As stated above, temperature checks were carried out at intervals during the in-
vestigation. There were 5 thermometers in all, details of which follow below.
THERMMETER Tl: This was located near the ‘haum:eg' bunk. Reading at 9.20pm: 66°F .
Reading at 3am: 60+5 F. Avergge temperature: 6l-8 F.

This thermometer recorded a fairly rapid decrease during the first 1% hours and
a slight but steady decrease during the rest of the period. No sudden dreps in temp-
erature were recorded.

THERMOMETER T2: Located on the wakd ha%fway along the wall on the same side as the
'haunted‘ bunk. Reading at 9.20pm: 71 F. Reading at 3pm: 69°F . Average temperature:

700 gfﬂ.s recorded slight fluctuwations in temperature of not more than + or = 1% 1n
any ore hour up until 12, 38am when it was found that the temperature had dropped 2%
in 18 minutes. After which, apart from slight fluctuations, a slight but steady de=
crease in temperature was recorded.

THERMOMETER T3: Located at the rear of the caravan. Reading at 9.2opm: 72°F. Reading
at 3am: 67 F. Average temperature: 68+3°F.

During the first hour this thermometer recorded a temperature drop of 3°F foll-
owed by an increase of 1 F during the next % hour, after which the temperature remain—
ed constant until 12,38am when it was found to have dropped 3% in 20 minutes. After
this, apart from a slight decrease, the temperature remained constant,

THERPDMEDTER T4: Located on the wall gpposite T2, Reading at 9,20pm; 69°F, Reading at
3am: 67 F. Average temperature: 68«5 F.

One slight fluctuation a.mou.nt:mg to mmx no more than % or = 2% in an hour and
a half was recorded.

THERMOMETER T5: Reading at 9.20pm: 68%F . Reading at 3am: 650}-‘. Average temperature;
66,2

Only slight decreases in temperature recorded except for one of 3% in a space
of 30 minutes recorded at 1l.ldpm.

AVIRAGE TEMPERATURE IN CARAVAN:

When plotted on a graph the overall average temperature shows & continuous de—

crease throughout the night with two noticeable sharp drops. One between 10,15 pm and
1.l4apm when the temperature dropped on average BOF; the other between 12.20pm amd

L. 3 'am when once again the temperature dropped 2°dngrﬂF. During the slight decreases

the temperature dropped on average 0+5 F _in 150 minutes; whereas during the sharper

decrrases the average was just over 3425 F in 80 minutes.

The coldest part of the caravan was close to the "haunted'! bunk. Then warmest
pari in the middle, The investigators reported feeling colder (as recorded by the
thermom:ters) in the areas around Tl and T5, than anywhere else in the caravan. The
imvestinator sleeping on the 'haunted' bunk reported {as did others) that it defin-
itely Telt mich colder there than anywhere else in the caravan, This was particularly
noticed tetween 12.20am and 2.45am when the investigator there said that it felt much
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As reported in the 1last
issue of LANTERN, the female

story, based on local newspaper reports.

In the Eastern Daily Press of October 10, umder the rather unlikely heading of
"I didn't hear the bum! , Clement Court reported his visit to the village in an
attempt to track down the bum (or just to hear it). Buf apart from establishing
that the Worlingham ladies, well at least some of them, still hear the noise he was
unable to come up with any positive results.

Nine days later the same paper in a small report, optimistically entitled
'Waveney Closes in on Hum!, told how the Waveney district Council were making a
determined effort to get to the bottom of the 'hum' and that they had brought in
nsuper sensitive' measuring instruments to help them do so.

Then, on October 25th the EDP carried an interesting article based on material
supplied by Mr, Peter Johnson of Sheringham (A well-known and much respected UFQ
investigatoR), Mr. Johnson has been collecting press-—cutting on mysterious noises
from the early 1960s, all of which proved that these strange 'hums' are a national
problem rather than a local one. The earliest report dated from 1960 when two of
the areas affected were the Norfolk towns of Great Yarmouth and Cromerx.

The final press report concerning the Worlingham 'bum' appeared in the EDP on
