Cokaygne Publishing of Cambridge have produced a little
booklet under the title of 'Gog Magog', which reprints the
first paper in which the late T.C. Lethbridge described his
discovery of three huge hill-figures at Wandlebury in the Gog
magog Hills near that city. The figures consist of & 'Moon-
goddess with her chariot and horses and with, on each side of
her, gods of the Day and Night. Only the central figure was
excavated and a good photograph of this is reproduced. The
outlines of the others were found by probing with an iron rod P,
and altogether between Z0,000 and 50,000 of these soundings ' :
were mede! Lethbridge subsequently elaborated his theories in The Moon Goddess

& book called 'Gogmagog! (Routledge, I1957) and the pamphlet includes a rsther sceptical
review of this by 5ir Thomas Kenrick, Director of the British Museum. Nevertheless it is
a book which should be read and studied by all who are interested in antigquities.

This booklet is a wery useful introduction to the subject at a moderate price (40p),
and it deserves a wide cireulation. Mr. Lethbridge had a mind of guite exceptional qual-
ity, and he wrote nothing which does not show originality and depth of thought,

At the time of writing the negatives

' of the 'psychie photographs' are being ex-
amined by members of the Lowestoft FPhoto-
— graphic Society, whose report is expected

in due course. Unfortunately, as the photographs were not made under strictly controlled
conditions, nor has any independant, corroborative puoof of their suthenticitiy been estab-
lighed, it is impossible to offer any real comment on them. Except to say that Mr,Self
nas been cpmpletely open and frank about the photos and has freely made all the negatives
and prints aveilable for study and examination, and there seens to be no doubt in his bew
leif in their a:thentieity. But, as already stated, without f.rther preof ass to how they
weres obtained, the matter must be left open.

Psychic Photography or 'tho:ghtography' is by no means a new phenomena, and two very
interesting books are available which go a long way toward supporting its existence. The
first, 'Clairvoyance and Thoughtography'! was published in I931 (Rider & Co.), and contsins
details of ezperiments conducted by Tomoliichi Fukurai, a professor at Tokyo 'niversity,
between I9I0 and 1913, His experiments were probably the first scientific investigations
intoc the subject. In this brief comment it is imposaible to even begin to discuss his
thorough and detailed expsriments, except to say that they consisted of tronsferring tho-
ught images onbo sealed, dry, photographic plates under apparently well-controlled con-
ditions. The pictures obtamined ranged from simple geometric shapes, to simple Jananese
chazacters, to human faces and buildings. All the results were obtained by recognised 'me-
divms ' with already 'proven' clairvoysnt sbilities.

In more recent times, the American, Ted Serios, msde much more of an impact with
hig thoughtographic pictures, precise details of which can be found in the bool 'The World
of Ted Serios' by Dr.J.Eisenbud who, over a 3 year period (I963-66) made an exhaustive afd
detailed investigation into Serios’s ability to produce pictures in sesled camerss, simply
oy concentration. Eisenbud proves beyond reagonable doubt that Serios did hsve this abil-
ity,and during the period of the investigstion did in fact produce hundreds of these pie-
tores, ranging from buses to space vehicles and from landscapes to people. lany of them
ware outrined when he was many feebt away from the camera with which he was never sllowed
psycnical contact. Jome of the photographs reproduced in the book bear m very marked re—
semblance to those produced at Chelmsford. Once again it is impossible to go into details
here concaerning Eisenfud's investigations, save to say that he proves that the ability to
produce recognisable pictures on photographic pzper does almost certeinly exist,

It would be rash to jump to any conclusions over any similarities in tie above cases
and tie case presented by Mr. Self, although some of them are very striking., We must just
lamant the fact that the pictures were not obiained under verifisble conditions......

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More than a legend 7.

Standing on the very edge of the river DBure at Horning, Norfolk, is the Ferry Inn.
The present structure is the third inn bearing this name to stand here. The first end
original was desiroyed by fire many years ago. The second was bombed out during World
war II, The original building was sald to date back to the I5th century, when it was
used ss s mead store by the monks of nearby 3t. Benet's Abbey. It is nolt surprising to
discover that such an ancient place has its legendary ghosf, or perhaps, as we will see
later, a ghost that perhaps is more than just a legend.

The original story dates right back to the time when the bullding was the monks'
mead store. The tale goes that one night two young monks were working in the store and
it would seem, unable to resist divulgiang in certain pleasures of the [lesh, they were
gsoon blind drunk! In their drunken state they seized a young girl, reped her and then,
perhaps realising what they had done, got rid of the 'evidence' by murdering her and
dumping her body in the river close to the inn. Traditionally, the ghost of this unfor-
tunate young lady, in the form of a glowing vhite figure, haunts the river bank sround
the inn. Some versions of the story say that she wears s green cloak, whilst others as-
sert that she only appears once every itwenty years.

In 1972, I received a letter from a Mr. W. hobinson of Horwich, in renly to & let-
of mine which appeared in the Zastern Evening News, asking for ghost stories. The wriler
said that in I928, when he was I4 years old and a very keen fisherman, he went on an all
night fishing trip on the river Bure alnost opposite the Ferry Inn, Jescribing vhet hap-
pened, he went on to say:

#,..1t wag a lovely summer evening and I was having some good sport and wag completely
alone, Not a soul about, no boats, no lights enywhere. The evening passed peacelfully,
I was catching some good fish and huge water rats kept hurrying peat me.....It was
about half passt one, early hours of Thursday morning, I was fishiag on the bank op-
posite to the Horning Ferry Inn, a few yards bo the left of the old ferry boat whish
was tisd-up on the Woodbastwick side, I glanced to my right and thers stood a young
girl, all in white and glowiag. She proceeded to walc across the river to the other
side where she disappeared at the side of a small boat house. I was not frightened,
only flabbergasted, and carried on fishing
in the peasce and quiet of the early morn-

fs nhe mede no reference to knowledge of
the legend of thne Ferry Ionn, I wrote to lr.
Robinson and sounded him out on this matter.

His reply was emphatic: ",..my story was com-
pletely true, and will live in my memory for-
ever as if it was only yesterday. I never

knew that there was s legend until you told me, "

There seemg to be no resson to believe g R s i :
that MMr. Robinson was nob telling the Sruth, FerRY 1NN — HORMING — NORFo LK. ,
He had nothing to gain by doing so save perhaps ridiecule snd scorn from ecertsin scepti-
cal quarters. _

Ligsuming then that his story is true, it would seem that the so-called 'legend'
of the Ferry Inn at Horning is not quite so legendary sfter all and that, under the
right eireumstances and conditions, the apparition of the unfortunate girl is still te
be seen. Ferhaps the final paragraph of lr. Robinson's letter sums up his experience,
he said; "I will never forget my experience 44 years ago. Was 1 dreaming? They say

dreams fade away, this is as if it happened yesterday,®

AT Lhe 1923 LNDUerlisLlonsds AN LEES 0L LOLE-
national Geogrephy in Amsterdam, a peaper was
read by Dr. J. Heinsch, In which he published
his findings on 'Prebistoric Secred Geography!
In this, the culmination of many years rese-
arch, Heinsch deseribted how sites of Antigu-
ity (eg. Stone Circles, churches, menhirs ete)
stood in alignments with significant fixed
aziruths. (ie angles measured from the North/
South line) and occuring at distences in ex-
act numerical relstionship with one another.
Alfred Watkins's work on leyes is well knowm
and, in 1973, Michael Behrend, a Cambridge
mathematiclian, decided to verify or disprove

Heinsch and Watkins. During his work he discovered two constant units of length which oc-
eur in the landscape reletionships of ancient sites, moats, churches, csstles, stone cir-
tles, crossroads etc. These units, referred to as X and Y are 295.3metres snd 4bSmetres,
which he verified te occur in the Cambridge area, Aberdeenshire, Lincolnshire and the Ne-
therlands. In an independant assessment of Behrend's work, I have studied the eres to the
south of Bungay in Suffolk and have discovered some exceptionsl geomancy. In Behrend's
system, sites are linked by whole-number multiples of ¥ and Y and numbers obtsined by mu-
ltiplying combinations of 2, 3, 5, and 7, are found everywhere, eg 27 = 3 x 3 x 3; 28 =
2x2x7; 30=2x 3 x 5. Un studying maps of the zres sround 5t. Margsret South Elmbam,
it soon became apparent that a centre of grest importence lsy at 'Retrsat Farm' with 30
or more lines radisting from it to churches and moats.

From 'Retreat Farm'!, some interestin§ geomantic figures iss.e, especislly an isos-
celes triangle of 25X, 25K, IeX {52, 52, 41 in the centre of which was once & linster,
showing the religious importance of the arem. Exsctly bisecting this triengle is a Ley
which crosses the church of 5t. Margeret South Elrham 6X from 'Retrest Farm', It contin-
ues threugh s moat, another church and a moat before meeting the base of the triangle. As
is common in the geomancy of England another line, this time frem 'Home Farm' moat to
"Abbey Yard' intersects the intersection.

Layouts similar to this occur throughout the srea and indeed are found throughout
the country. From these main centres rediste lines to points from which otier figures ere
generated, The present net-work so fer plotted has been found te stretch from Dunwich in
the south-east to [lishangles in the south-west, and from Sea Pallirg in the north-eest to
Aylsham in the north-west, important centres being et Norwich Cathedrel and 'Retrest Farm,!'
The neme fretreat' is well known to Roman Catholics as a plece wiere spiritusl renewsl oc-
curs. It is probsble that 'Hetreat Ferm!' wes & centre of energies to which members of the
local ecclesiastical communities could retire for 'retrest,'

If any readers of LANTERN have any infor-
mation on UFU sightings, ghost reports or
legends sssocisted with 'Hetreat Ferm'y, I
would be very greteful to hsve detsils of
them, Connexionsg betwveen geomancy and legends
of giants and herces are common relics in the
folk-memory. The ancient geomancers who 1lsid
out the countryside must have hed extremely
advanced surveying technigues, lost by the
early middle ages, vhen the Christlans bu-
ilt their churehesg on already existing sac-
red sites. The occurences of such geomantie
